Please pass on this letter and my congratulations to the Cascade Locks Community Charter School Committee.  I don't know who wrote the news release, but it was very well written.  The group deserves a big “pat on the back' for all its hard work! As a retired teacher, I applaud the efforts of all the citizens in joining together to focus on, and improve, the educational opportunities for both the students and the community.


After I graduated from Cascade Locks High School in 1955, I went to Oregon State University ('College” then) and received a BS Degree in Home Economics with a minor in Music. Three years after I married, my husband and I spent two terms in graduate studies at OSU before my husband took an engineering job in Portland. I then commuted daily from Milwaukie, Oregon to Corvallis for two terms, then two days a week for several more terms to earn my MS Degree in Clothing, Textiles & Related Arts, and a Minor in Education. On the days I wasn't traveling to Corvallis, I substituted at middle and high schools in Clackamas County, and then held a full-time teaching position for 20 years.


Even though there were 'only' 14 students in my high school graduating class, I was able to hold my own at a college with over 10,000 students. My twelve years in the Cascade Locks School system provided me with the education and life experiences that carried me through my college years and entire life (so far).


All students need the strong support of their families, educators, friends, and the citizens of the entire community. This becomes very challenging when the students are bussed a long distance every day to and from school. I believe that locating the proposed Charter School within the city of Cascade Locks is a major criteria in establishing the firm foundation that each child needs for their education, growth and personal development.
